Bulgarian Federation of Radio Amateurs (BFRA) is proud to host the World ARDF 
Championships 2022. It will be organized from 28 August to 3 September 2022 in Borovets, 
well known resort, located 68 km away from Sofia (60 km away from Sofia Airport). 

In the days before that event, namely between 24 and 27 August 2022, another ARDF 
competition, so-called World ARDF Cup, will be held in Borovets, too, but on different terrains. 

The accommodation for both events will be organized in Hotel Samokov, one of the best

BFRA will organize transfer Sofia Airport – Borovets and back. For groups of 4 or more people 
the price will be 30 EUR per person.
