2000 ARRL January VHF
Sweepstakes Results

ome of you may remember the old
W.C. Fields movie where he keeps
opening the door to the cabin,
saying“It’snot afit night out for man
nor beast,” and gets left with a face full of
snow. The most rugged VHF contesters will
attest that in the dead of winter, during the
ARRL January VHF Sweepstakes, you
sometimes experience conditions not fit for
“man nor beast.”

A series of harsh mid-winter storms
affected many regions of the US and Canada
for the year 2000 ARRL January VHF
Sweepstakes. Ice, snow, and power outages
across much of the eastern and southeastern
US deterred afew, but didn’t stop the 1000+
operators at the 820 single and multi-operator
stations that submitted entries.

Y 2K brought about amajor entry category
change in ARRL VHF / UHF events. There
are now Single Op High and Single Op Low
power categories. Three hundred and eighty-
two entered as Single Op High Power and 300
asLow Power. If your entry did not designate
a power level, you were entered as a High
Power entry. All Single Op records prior to
1999 are designated as High Power.

K1TEO, a constant force in VHF contest
the past few years, emerged as the Single Op
High Power winner. Jeff posted a New
England division record of 465,535 pointsin
hisvictory, missing the overall record by just
2177 points. Ron, W3RJW, aTop Tenregular
in VHF SS for many years with the Mt. Airy
VHF Pack Rats finished a strong second and
set a new Atlantic division record in the
process. Another familiar call, WA2FGK,
operated by Herb, K2LNS, finished a close
third. Other Single Op High Power division
