2013 IARU HF Championship Results

Good or bad conditions — contesters were there to play.

Prior to the contest on July 13, the high bands
were showing an occasional sign that made
the contesters hopeful, but unfortunately that
was not the case as the contest began.
Regardless, they made the best of conditions.
That led to some tough decisions for all-band
participants — in the end, operators who
showed the patience to collect multipliers
and higher-point QSOs often prevailed.

The less than optimal propagation didn’t
keep the crowds away — 4035 total logs
were submitted from 121 different DXCC
entities. That’s just 19 logs shy of the record-
setting mark from 2012.

As for records, you may have already
guessed that given the struggle on the high
bands there weren’t many new records set
this year — in fact, just two. On the world
stage, P3N set the new Multioperator-Single
Transmitter record from Cyprus with 9.5M
points. In Single Operator, QRP, Mixed

Mode for the US and Canada, Steve, KGOU,
fashioned a score of 222K from 671 contacts
and 121 multipliers to best the previous re-
cord of 187K set by NGKE in 2008.

W/VE Multioperator,

Single Transmitter (MS)

After finishing fourth in 2012, the crew at
K8AZ galloped to the top spot in the MS
category with 1.526 million points. Tom’s
crew put up big numbers on 20 meters with
951 contacts and 75 mults to beat the group
at both VE3UTT and K2LE. VE3UTT tal-
lied 782/71 on 20 meters while K2LE pock-
eted 642/77.

W/ VE Single Operator (SO),

Mixed Mode

Last year, Rob, VE3AT, earned a hard-fought
triumph in Single Operator (SO), Mixed
Mode, High Power and repeated with a win
in 2013. Rob’s score of 2.24M was enough to
hold off second place and top US station
KQ2M'’s 1.86M. So what was the differ-

ence? Rob finished with 542 more contacts
and 14 additional multipliers to seal the deal.
Twenty meters was his big band with 1245
contacts.

VE3BR dominated the Low Power section
with 528K to take top W/VE honors while
K@AD was second with 255K and W3KB
was third with 239K. Despite the poor condi-
tions, KAOU toughed it out from Missouri,
focusing on 20 meters to win the Mixed QRP
category for W/VE. His 222K is rather im-
pressive when considering it would have
placed him in the Low Power top five.

W/ VE Single Operator, CW

Given the tough conditions, CW entrants
probably chose the easier of the two modes
for the event. Taking top honors in the High
Power category was AA3B from Pennsyl-
vania. Certainly no stranger to the top of the
leaderboard, Bud really enjoyed working the
WRTC-2014 test stations. His 1.7M edged
out Midwest power WORE, who finished
with 1.495M.

Yuri, VE3DZ, frequently travels for major
contests but elected to stay home and try out
his station at a new QTH near Niagara Falls.
Needless to say it paid off. He finished first in
the CW Low Power Category with a score of
552K, followed by 504K from Will, WJ9B.

Bert, N4ACW, can be found in North Carolina
during the winter months but during the sum-
mer he heads to Maine. Signing K1IMI, Bert
navigated his KX3 to a QRP CW victory for
the 2013 TARU event with 228K.

did from his Texas QTH) but collected
22 more mults for the final margin of victory.

Ed, N1UR, has made a big name for himself
in the Low Power arena. Ed’s operating abil-
ity, coupled with his station building exper-
tise, has resulted in many wins for him from
Vermont. The IARU contest is a Phone-only

event for Ed. After setting the W/VE record
for LP Phone in 2012, he followed up with
another win in 2013 and a final score of
715K. Ed is a big CW operator but prefers to
focus on one mode at time when contesting
— the strategy is obviously paying off for
him. Ed observed, “This is always an inter-
esting mix of everyone-works-everyone
[with] the zone and HQ mults strategy being
uniquely different.”

QRP and Phone can really test one’s pa-
tience. Braving the category and winning
was W8QZA who operated from W6QU in
San Diego to score 52.4K points.

World Single Operator, Mixed Mode

On the world stage in the popular Mixed cat-
egory, it was RG9A scaring the 4M mark for
first place. His total of 3.88M nipped
RV6LNA who drove A65BP to 3.3M.
RGYA’s balanced overall attack proved
to make the difference. Rounding out the
top three is UN9LW’s 2.97M from UP@L.

While EI7M (EI3JZ, op) had more
than 300 additional contacts and 25 more
multipliers, the powerful Brazilian station
made up for it with total QSO points.

Low Power was taken by NH6V, operating at
KH6LC in Hawaii to pocket 1.3M. Not too
far behind was EASMT with 1.25M. DL8LR
claimed the QRP trophy with 221K.

World Multioperator Single
Transmitter

Cyprus is apparently the place to be for the
IARU contest when it comes to going after
the world MS title. In 2012, P33W set a new
world record with 9.1M points. The group
followed up with an impressive 8.77M in
2013 but finished second to P3N’s 9.5 mil-
lion for a new world MS benchmark.

The 2014 TARU HF Championship will be
special for the operators who qualified for the
World Radio Team Championship. Fifty-
nine two-person teams from around the
world will compete from the Boston area to
claim one of the most coveted crowns in all
of radiosport.
